11.12 In the event of any dispute, Bidder / Buyer is necessarily required to represent in writing
to the General Manager (Sales) of the concerned coal company, who would deal with the same
in a period of one month from such representation. Thereafter, if required the matter be
determined by the Director-In-Charge of Marketing of the concerned coal company. Any
interpretation of any clause of this will be subject to clarification by CIL, which will be deemed
as firm and final. All disputes arising out of this scheme, or in relation thereto in any form
whatsoever shall be dealt exclusively by way of arbitration in terms of the Arbitration and
Conciliation Act, 1996. The arbitration shall be conducted at Calcutta at a place to be notified
by CIL. The arbitrator shall be appointed by the Chairman and Managing Director, CIL upon
written request in this behalf. The award rendered by the Arbitrator shall be final and binding
on the parties. (The place of arbitration & nomination of arbitrator be varied appropriately in
view of the Coal Company involved)”.
